Membership

Pursuant to Section 5 of the bylaws of SLDN, the Committee, as every Advisory Committee, is designated by resolution passed by a majority of the Board of Directors (the “Board”). The Committee shall consist of such Directors and non directors as may be appointed by the Board, provided that the Committee will not have and exercise the power and authority of the Board. 
Responsibilities
The Committee will work with the Board’s Co-Chairs, the Executive Director and the Director of Development in the development and implementation of SLDN’s fundraising plans and in the engagement of the entire Board in fundraising by:
· Involving and motivating other Board members and volunteers in cultivation and solicitation of gifts

· Helping to develop fundraising policies for Board and staff action

· Ensuring that the case statement for support is strong, current, and based on SLDN’s mission and goals

· Helping to develop strategies for and participating in the involvement and cultivation of major gifts prospects
· Collecting and providing information on factors which affect or may affect  SLDN’s fundraising
· Helping to evaluate potential prospects for increased contributions
· Helping to develop expectations for financial contributions from the Board and the Patriot Circle, and providing leadership by making their own gifts

· Soliciting gifts at levels required for annual, special and planned giving programs

· Participating actively in special events and providing leadership for special campaigns
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
