
Legislative Advisory Committee (the “Committee”) 
Terms of Reference

Membership

Pursuant to Section 5 of the bylaws of SLDN, the Committee, as every Advisory Committee, is designated by resolution passed by a majority of the Board of Directors (the “Board”). The Committee shall consist of such directors and non directors as may be appointed by the Board, provided that the Committee will not have and exercise the power and authority of the Board. 
Responsibilities
The Committee is responsible for assisting the Board, other volunteers and staff to enhance SLDN’s work in the legislative area, especially in the overturn of “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell.”
Specifically, the Committee will:

· Assist in the development of SLDN’s legislative priorities, strategies and plans.

· Provide expertise, contacts and support to the Board, other volunteers and staff involved in SLDN’s legislative work.

· Identify grassroots and grass tops opportunities consistent with SLDN’s legislative plan. 

· Involve and motivate other Board members, volunteers and decision makers in SLDN’s legislative work.

· Support and participate in SLDN’s Lobby Days.
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
